Referenced Scripture: Matthew 4:18-20, Luke 5:4-8, John 21:3-6, Matthew 5:16, 1 Samuel 17:20-29,
John 18:37, 1 Kings 17:8-16

OPEN:
1. What in particular spoke to you from Pastor Bob’s message?

2. In what way is the Miracle of all miracles that God loves us?

DIG DEEPER:
1. In Matthew 4:19 Jesus is telling the young fisherman “Follow Me, I have something better for your life.” How
do you understand this applied to your own life?

2. In Luke 5:4-8 we can see that our past failures are poor excuses for not allowing God to work His miracles in

and through us, as Peter found out. Do you have excuses that hinder the Lord from working miracles in your
life?

3. Jesus tells us in Matthew 5:16 “Let your light so shine...” God wants the world to see the miracle He has in
our lives. Four key points to understand this more fully are first Calling. Church isn’t for us, rather in us.
Explain.

4. The second key point is Connection. God wants our connection to Him to be glorious, generational, glad,
grateful, growing, graceful, and generous. Which of these challenges you the most? How so?

5. The third key point is Cause. In 1 Samuel 17:29 young David said “Is there not a cause?” What is your
cause?

6. The final key point is Commitment. In 1 Kings 17:8-16 the woman puts the prophet’s needs ahead of her own
needs. How are you putting God first in your own life?

REFLECT:
1. How has your life been proclaiming the name of Jesus Christ, our primary cause? Are you dedicated to this
cause?

2. In what way are you humbled by the miracles God has done in your life?

John 18:37
Jesus answered, “You say rightly that I am king. For this cause [ was born, and for this cause I have come into the
world, that I should bear witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.”’
